THE AMIRI DECREE NO
(10) OF 2016, AMENDING
THE SEWER LAW

We, HUMAID BIN RASHID AL-NUAIMI,
Member of the Supreme Council, the Ruler of
the Emirate of Ajman,

AFTER our perusal of several agreements
concluded by and among the Government and
the foreign sharcholders of Ajman Sewerage
(Private) Company Limited (the “Company’)
and the Lending banks of the Ajman
Sewerage System Project in respect of the
funding, construction and other operational
matters pertaining to the operation of the
Ajman Sewerage System incloding the
determination of the initially-covered area
served by the Ajman Sewerage System and of
the amounts and collection of Tariffs for the
sewerage services;

AFTER our perusal of the Amiri Decree No.
(1) of 2006 incorporating the Amended Sewer
Law and the subsequent amendments thereof,
Local Order No. (5) of 2008 amending the
Sewer Tariffs and Local Order No. (1) of
2011 amending the Sewer Tariffs,

HAVING examined the reports and
recominendations submitted to us by the
concerned local authorities in the Emirate of
Ajman regarding the need for a substantial
expansion of the Ajman Sewerage System to
provide wastewater collection, treatment and
disposal services for certain areas in the
eastern region of Ajman that are not at present
served by the Ajman Sewerage System; and
also the need to increase the treatment
capacity of the Ajman Sewerage System
Treatment Plant to accommodate the
increasing volumes of the wastewater arising
due to the increasing population and the
desired expansion of the Ajman Sewerage
System, and
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HAVING agreed with the Company that the
initially-covered area of the Ajman Sewerage
System shall be expanded to serve certain new
areas in the eastern region of Ajman that are
not at present served by the Aiman Sewerage
System,

HAVE NOW DECIDED TO
PROMULGATE THIS AMIRI DECREE AS
FOLLOWS.

Article (1)
Title & Enforcement

This Amiri Decree shall be called "Amiri
Decree No. (10) of 2016 Amending the
Sewer Law" and shall, subject to Article 13.1
of the Sewer Law, be deemed to have become
legally effective as of first day of September
2016.

Article (2)

Amendments

The Amiri Decree No. (1) of 2006
Incorporating the Amended Sewer Law, and
the subsequent amendments thereof, shall be
amended as follows:

Firstlv:

In Article (2) the following phrases and the
definitions thereof shall be added:

“Initially-covered Area™: means those areas
of the City of Ajman, situated within the
Agreed Concession Area, which have already
been connected and/or served by the Ajman
Sewerage System, as such areas are shown in
colour grey in the map annexed hereto.

“Newly-added Area”: means any or all of
the areas in the eastern region of the City of
Ajman, which shall be connected and served
by the Ajman Sewerage System, after the date
hereof, as such areas are shown in yellow
colour in the map annexed hereto.

“Future Expansion Areas”: means any or all
of the areas, whether within or outside the
City of Ajman, which have not been included
in the Initiaily-covered area or the Newly-
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added Areas and is or are to be connected and
served by the Ajman Sewerage System in
future, subject to mutual agreement between
the Government and the Company.

Secondly:

Appendix (1) Part (A) entitled “Applicable
Connection Fees of Base Registered
Properties”, as amended by Local Order
No. (5) of 2008, shall be re-titled to
become “Applicable Connection Fees of
Base Registered Properties in the
Initially-covered Area™.

Thirdly:

Appendix (1) Part (B) entitled “Applicable
Indexed Connection Fees for Growth
Properties”, introduced by Local Order
No. (5) of 2008, shall be deleted.

Fourthly :

Appendix (1) Part (C) entitled “Applicable
Connection Fees for Growth
Properties”, introduced by Local Order
No. (5) of 2008, shall be re-titled and
become “Appendix (1) Part (B),
Applicable Connection Fees for Growth
Properties in the Initially-covered Area”.

Fifihly:

After Appendix (1) Part (B) re-titled as
“Applicable Connection Fees for Growth
Properties in the Initially-Covered Area” as
stated above. a new Appendix (1) Part (C)
entitled “Applicable Connection Fees for
Newly-added Areas”, which is attached
hereto, shall be added.

Sixthlv:

Appendix (1) entitled “Applicable Service
Charges”, introduced by the Local Order No.
(1) of 2011 amending the Sewer Tariffs, shall
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be deleted and replaced by the new Appendix
(3) entitled “Applicable Service Charges”,
which is attached hereto.

Article (3)
The Attached Appendices

The Appendices attached hereto shall be read
and constructed as an integral binding part
hereof.

Article (4)

Publication & Circulation of the
Pecree

This Amiri Decree shall be published in the
Official Gazette of the Emirate and shall be
circulated to all concerned bodies for the
implementation of the same, each in respect
of the matters within its own authorities.

If the building is partially aflocated for offices and partially for allocated for residential
purposes, then, connection fees shal! be charged separately for the office space used as
offices (i.e. per floor or part of 2 floor) in addition to the connection fees pertaining to
each residential apartment, (i.e. per number of rooms), each separately.

"Penthouse": means the house or number of rooms and terrace built on the top of the
relevant residential multi-storeys building.

"Arabic House": means a house built more than 25 years ago in the old style of Arabian
houses in AL Karama, AL Bustan, AL Nakhil, AL Sholah or AL Sawan areas.

"Council House": means a house within a group of similar mode! houses (commonly of
one floor or two floorsy which was gifted by the U.AE. federal government to a UAE
national for his residence. In case of a Dispute regarding such categorization the
decision of the Ajman Municipality shall govern and supersede.

No separate fees shall be charged for bedrooms, toilets, servant quarters, kitchens
within the boundary of the respective villa.

This includes any offices inside the premises of the bank, financial institution or
showroom.

If the size of supermarket is less the 80 sg. meters {(approximately 860 sq.ft) the
Property will be treated as a commercial property as per its appropriate category in
spite of the word "Super market" in its name. If the supermarket includes a bakery
within its premises an additional change equal to 50% of the connection of the relevant
bakery shall be levied.

The fees payable for the Petrol Station does not include the fees for any commercial
units within the premises. Any additional commercial unit, cafeteria, tyres services'
facility... etc will be billed additionally as per its respective categary. If the Laundry is
situated in a leased property it will charged as a normal commercial property as per its
number of shutters.

The fees payable for this category does not include any commercial units within its
premises. Any additional commercial unit, cafeteria, tyres services' facility..etc will be
billed additionally as per its respective category.

Shops used for only manual ironing will be treated as normal shops as per their
category. "Cleaning and Ironing Companies and Institutions" mean those using several
machines and equipment in their business and normally having contracts with hospitals,
hotels and other similar enterprises or noticeably carrying out their business in a large
scale. If the business of the shop involves only the receipt and delivery of the clothes it
will be charged as a normal commercia! property as per its respective category.

If the restaurant is situated in a leased property it will be charged as a norm I
commercial unit as per its number of shutters. )

If the bakery is situated in a leased property it will be charged as a normal commercial
unit-as per its number of shutters.

There will be an additional connection fee of Dhs. 8,960 for each restaurant or coffee
shop, and Dhs. 13,440 for each health club within the hotel premises in areas outside
the Initial Coverage area except Al Rawdha and Al Mowaihat.

There will be an additional connection fee of Dhs. 9,600 for each restaurant or coffee
shop, and Dhs, 14,400 for each heaith club within the hotel premises in Al Rawdha and
Al Mowaihat.

If the educational unit is in a leased property which was not built for using it as
educational institution, then, it wili be billed as per the property category occupied by
the relevant educational institution.

A hospital must have beds for the patients and the word “clinic” includes medical centre
comprising a number of doctors or medical specializations. The medical laboratory is
considered an integral part of the hospital or clinic unless where it is in a separate
building and has no proprietary or administrative relation with a hospital or clinic. If the
clinic is in a leased property, it will be billed as a nermal commercial property or as an
apartment or office space in & floor, as the case may be.
